Tripanosomatideos.

To promote analytical reasoning, critical thinking and the updating of students’ knowledge
regarding scientific papers published in journals that have an impact in the area of Immunology
and Parasitology, in particular to topics related to the biology of Trypanosomatids.

Devido ao seu carater dindmico, a énfase da disciplina sera semestralmente atualizada. Seréo
distribuidos aos alunos temas e/ou trabalhos publicados em periddicos cientificos de alto
impacto na area. Os seminarios serdo apresentados pelos préprios alunos, individualmente
e/ou em grupo.

Due to its dynamic nature, the emphasis of the discipline will be biannually updated. Subjects
and / or papers published in scientific journals of high impact in the area will be distributed to
the students. The seminars will be presented by the students themselves, individually and / or
in a group.
